Hot Bacon Cheese Dip
2 packages (8 ounces each) cream cheese, cubed
4 cups (16 ounces) shredded cheddar cheese
1 cup half-and-half cream
2 teaspoons Worcestershire sauce
1 teaspoon dried minced onion
1 teaspoon prepared mustard
16 bacon strips, cooked and crumbled
Tortilla chips or French bread slices
In a 1 and 1/2 qt. slow cooker, combine the first six
ingredients. Cover and cook for 2 hours or until cheeses
are melted, stirring occasionally. Just before serving, stir in
bacon. Serve warm with tortilla chips or bread.

Double-Decker Banana Cups
1 cup cold milk
1 package (3.4 ounces) instant vanilla pudding mix
1 cup reduced-fat whipped topping
1 cup thinly sliced firm bananas
4 teaspoons graham cracker crumbs
4 maraschino cherries with stems
In a bowl, whisk together milk and pudding for 2 minutes.
Fold in whipped topping. Refrigerate for at least 5 minutes.
Divide half of pudding mixture among four dessert dishes.
Top with half of the banana slices and remaining pudding
mixture. Sprinkle with crumbs. Top each with the remaining
banana slices and garnish with a cherry. Serve immediately.

Late Rents

Please note that when you pay
your rent late, you must add a
late fee of $35.00 to the
amount of your rent when

paying. If you receive a seven-day notice and do
not pay within that seven-days, you then also
become responsible for court costs. Also, if you
should write a check that is returned to our
office, there is a $30.00 NSF fee that must also
be paid with your rent and an automatic late fee
is attached. Once you receive a seven-day notice
we cannot accept partial payments of any kind
and your past due water bill will be included in
this amount and must also be paid in full.  Please
also remember that all rents are due by the fifth
of the month.  All rents turned into our office
on the sixth, are assessed the late fee.

Flu Season
As much as we enjoy visiting
with the residents here at
Burkhart Ridge, we must ask
that if you are ill with the flu or
colds, you refrain from stopping by until you
are well. When we come in contact with sick
residents and come down with the flu and colds,
we end up having to close the office to take time
off to get well ourselves and then we are not
available to service the residents if needed.
